Forty-four boys and girls began our preschool program this week. It is
hard to believe we are starting year five of our state licensed preschool
program! One of our current kindergarten teachers, Mrs. Judy
Moehring, was our original preschool teacher and worked hard to
establish the early structure of the program. Preschool continues to grow
and undergoes a rigorous licensing renewal every year. It is a wonderful
early learning option for the children in our parish and community.
Please continue praying for a positive year of learning for all students.
Early last week, our fifth through eighth grade students attended an
assembly presented by Cincinnati Bell that dealt with internet and social
media safety. As part of the program, students were asked to complete
an anonymous survey covering relevant technology issues. | was
emailed a summary of their results and wanted to share with our
families. Please keep in mind those being surveyed are between the ages
of ten and fifteen. Survey results:

71% of our upper grades students report spending between 1-2
hours per day on social media

17% spend 2-3 hours per day on social media; 12% spend 3-5
hours each day on social media

Instagram and Snap Chat lead the way as the most popular apps
used by our students

Students responded that 55% of the parents set restrictions on
the use of their devices, but 45% of our students said no
restrictions are being set by their parents

Good news! 91% of our students believe their parents are
knowledgeable about their activity on social media and their
texts

While only 5% of our students indicate they have ever sent
inappropriate photos or videos, as many as 21% know people
their age who have done so

50% of our students are confident they have properly secured
their social media privacy settings and 50% are unsure or believe
they have not properly secured their social media privacy
settings.

94% of the students say they have never been bullied online
94% of students say they have never been depressed by online
bullying

42% of students admit they are concerned about privacy when
using social media or texting someone; the others are
unconcerned
